4 REPORTS

41 PRESENTATION BY MR TODD BALDWIN OF WAIKATO REGIONAL COUNCIL

Waikato Regional Council River Management Officer Todd Baldwin was in attendance to provide information
in relation to rivers and flood management. Key points noted were:
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~  The river areas managed by Mr Baldwin included the Desert Road to Cambridge

- The Tongariro River and Tauranga-Taupd stream had flood protection schemes which were
regularly monitored and inspected,

— The Tongariro scheme was designed to protect the Turangi township from a 1-in-100 year fiood
avent. The scheme consisted of stopbanks, fiood walls and erosion protection

— The Tauranga- Taupd scheme offered a slightly lower level of flood protection as the haight of the
SH1 bridge restricted what could be achieved. Protection was based on a 1-in-50 year flood event

— There were many flood walls and spillways on the northern side of the bridae. If water under the
Tauranga-Taupd bridge became too high, the river would split in two and be diverted via the Kiko
spillway (which in turn would start filling up the paddock).

— An alarm system that was montored by Genesis Energy and NIWA provided live data feeds every
five minutes when triggered. Information was updated every 15 minutes.

The following was noted during questions, answers, and related discussion:

- Tonganro River data was fairly robust however due to its location, Tauranga-Taupo data was not as
consistent.

-~ There was appreximately 800 sandbags stored in @ pump shed behind the petrol station.

- Maniapoto bend utilised an existing channel to construct a spillway for when the river would rise.
The bend was historically surveyed as a breakout point and later formalised in keeping with the
natural look of the surrounding environment.

The Emergency Manager acknowledged and thanked Mr Baldwin for maintaining a vigilant watch with
ongoing monitoring of river levels (especially after hours) during recent Cyclona’s Debi and Cook.

42 PRESENTATION BY MR BRAD SCOTT OF GNS

GNS Science Volcanologist Brad Scoft was in attendance to provide an update on the recent eartquake
swarm occuring around the Turangi, Waihi, Pukawa and Omori/Kuratau areas. He showed a PowerPoint
presentation litled "Geological Hazards Introduction and Activity Update’ (A1978827) that highlighted key
information, maps, and data graphs relating to earthquakes. The opening shides gave an hislorical context in
relation to volcanoes such as the driving force and plate boundary processes, an explanation of the
Whakatane-Rotorua-Taupd geology model (faulting, ground deformation, susidence upiift), Caldera
volcanoes (eight in the Rotorua/Taupd area) and, the effects of volcanic activity on lakes, rivers and
geothermal systems.

Additional key points noted were:

- Earthquakes took on a vanety of styles eg energy, size, etc.

~  The 2017 south Taupd swarm began on 13 February and continued through March, April and May.

- There were 1275 events recorded in March with the fargest event measuring 4.5 at 6km depth (on
30 March). Apni/May events currently numbered over 1800.

— A map of Taupd swarm locations showed two clusters where faults had been activated however,
those were earthquake tectonic events as opposed to volcanic events.

- Ground deformation data collected in the affected areas showed no changes in deformation rates or
thermal activity at Tokaanu.

- Visual observations of the Hipaua thermal area showed no obvious physical landscape changes
however, analyses of that data was yet to be finalised.
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~ Lake Taupo was used to monitor vertical deformation including long term subsidence trends.

In reply to @a member question, Mr Scott explained why the South Isiand had moved two metres closer to the
North Island following the South Island earthquakes.

Mr Bubs (Tyronne) Smith explained that his role was to decipher data in relation to the Hipaua geothermal
area above Waihi Hill and communicate that information to Waitu Village residents, Keeping residents well
informed of any developments also provided a sense of comfort to them, which was very important. Mr
Smith also maintained regular dialogue with Brad Scott and GNS.

In answer to a question, Mr Smith advised that there was approximately 42 permanent residents in Waihi
Village. However, crowds that numbered in the hundreds and thousands could assembie in the village at
any given time eg 2009 CNI signing

In closing, Mr Smith offered to provide man power assistance (if needed) at any future emergency events.

44 RECEIPT OF UNCONFIRMED WAIKATO CIVIL DEFENCE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT JOINT
COMMITTEE MINUTES - 6 MARCH 2017

The Chair invited Jeremy Snowball from GEMO to provide an update on the WCDEM Joint Committee
March 2017 meeting

Key points noted were:

—  Former Civil Defence Minister Rt Hon Gerry Brownlee had established a ministenal Technical
Advisory Group (TAG) to identify where improvements in New Zealand's civil defence structure could
be made. The Group comprised representatives from NZ Police, NZ Fire Service, NZ Defence
Force, former deputy chief exective of the Canterbury Earthquake Recovery Authority and, Sarah
Stuart-Black, director of the Ministry of Civil Defence and Emergency. Councils representative was
LGNZ Chief Exectuive, Malcolm Alexander.

Rt Hon Brownlee anticipated that the TAG would submit its recommendations by the end of August.
As a sector, Mr Snowball felt t was important to engage in that process and to decide as group
whether to have a regional opinion {or not). The sub-committee meeting where the TAG would be
discussed was scheduled for 23-25 July 2017.

Terms of reference were expected to be completed by the end of May 2017.

- GEMO's relocation date of August 2017 had now been pushed out to 16 December 2017. Although
the building would not be completed at that stage, it would still meet CD purposes. NZTA traffic
operation centre would also set up there from January 2018. The housing arrangemnt would work in
well and support the provision of more up to date information.

-~ With new recovery legisiation, the Group had approved a new recovery manager position however,
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that was subject to the WRC submission process. It would be an signifcant appointment if it
proceeded. The new manager would be in place by September 2018.

- Investigations had commenced with regard to a deployment policy for the region. The draft was
tested during the Edgecumbe event and found improvements were needed. An apology was
forthcoming on behalf of GEMO as calls had been made directly to Councils and the feedback was
that it was nol appropnate. In hindsight, there should have been one single point of contact.

~  GEMO was hosting a public information workshop for elected members on 29 May 2017.

- Acknowledged ongoing support received from the EMC, Controllers and the Strategic Partnership
Advisor - Welfare Manager.
