As reguiar visitors to Taupo, ratepayers and users of the Ferry Road parking area for overnight
parking we do not agree with a blanket prohibition on overnight camping in this area. We have a
seif-contained camper van and have no environmental impacts when we stay overnight. We ensure
all our waste is disposed of responsibly and expect that all other campers do the same, regardless
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of where they are staying throughout New Zealand. Being relatively close to Lake Taupo we can
understand concerns around waste and we consider that limiting Ferry Road for use ONLY by
certified seif-contained vehicies (due to a lack of amenities in the area) would be appropriate but a
bianket prohibition is not. We wouid hate to see a few people ruin it for everyone. When we stay at
Ferry Road, we have ready access to the Taupo town centre.
